Information, Instructions, and Support for Zoom

The Idaho Courts have begun using remote hearing and meeting capability via Zoom to reduce in-
person court sessions in response to COVID-19 (Coronavirus). Information on how to use Zoom including
best practices and tips and tricks can be found here.

If your hearing will be held over Zoom, you will receive information about how to join your hearing in
your Notice of Remote Hearing or other notification from the court. If you aren’t sure if you need to
attend your hearing in person or via Zoom, please contact your local county courthouse.

Tips for Successful Usage

These tips are recommendations to give you the best possible Zoom experience, but they are not a
requirement.

» Attendees will join the meeting on mute to prevent audio distraction or feedback. The host or

the attendee can unmute at any time during the meeting.

* When speaking, remember to look directly at the webcam, not at the screen.

¢ Position the camera at your eye level or slightly above eye level.

¢ Be mindful of what is behind you, choose a solid neutral wall if possible.

¢ Check the lighting. Light from a window behind you might blind the camera, making you look

dark. Light above you in the center of a room might also cast shadows. Ideally, position a lamp,

or sit facing a window, where light is directly on your face. Also be aware that your monitor casts

light that can make you look blue.

e « Participants are encouraged to speak one at a time and to pause prior to speaking in case
there is any audio/video lag.

e « Participants are encouraged to mute themselves when not speaking in order to avoid any
potential background noise.

e « Test your connection and setup with Zoom ahead of time by testing your connection with a

test meeting.

A. In a court session, you can’t privately chat another participant. This feature has been disabled.

Participants can only chat with the host privately. The Idaho Courts have disabled private chat and will
not be saving chats with meeting recordings. Please be aware that if private chat was enabled, the host
would be able to see all private chats within the meeting and could also be saved with the meeting
recording.

We recommend that attorneys and clients use a means outside of Zoom (e.g. telephone) to
communicate privately.

mobile devices can be used to join Zoom meetings with video. We recommend using the Zoom app on
mobile devices if available. You can also join the Zoom meeting by computer without video if your
computer does not have a webcam, which will allow you to see the judge and all other participants.

If you don’t have access to a computer, smartphone, or tablet, or if your computer does not have a
microphone, you can call into the Zoom meeting by using the Join by Telephone instructions located in
your Zoom meeting invitation or Notice of Remote Hearing documents.

Call into that number using your personal phone. When prompted, enter the meeting ID found in the
invitation and press #. You may be prompted for a password. You will join the meeting muted, to
unmute yourself press *6.

application. In a Zoom meeting, click on the ™ icon in the bottom left corner next to the microphone and
select "Switch to Phone Audio". A dialog box will appear where you can enter your phone number to
have Zoom call you or you can call in using the toll free number. If you choose to call in using the toll
free number, use the participant ID on your screen to tie your phone audio to your video so that all

meeting participants can recognize who is speaking.

Zoom Security

R ISC and zdom have implemented several security features and best practices to prevent against
unwanted people joining your meeting.

* Meeting passwords are enabled by default. A user must have both the meeting ID and the
meeting password to join your meeting.

¢ Waiting Rooms are enabled by default to prevent participants from joining before the host, and
to allow hosts to control who enters the meeting after the meeting has started.

* The Lock Meeting feature has been enabled to allow hosts to lock the meeting after all
participants have joined to prevent additional users from attempting to join.

* Meeting hosts and co-hosts have the ability to remove unwanted participants from meetings
and prevent them from rejoining.
