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CHILD PROTECTIVE ACT PROCEEDINGS

Taken from Clerks Manual 6.12


“The Child Protective Act (CPA) governs the judicial processing of child abuse, abandonment and neglect cases, and the protection of children whose life, health or welfare is endangered, while preserving (if possible) the family’s privacy and unity.  The Child Protective Act is found in Idaho Code Title 16 ch.6.


“CPA cases are made confidential and exempt from disclosure by Idaho Court Administrative Rule 32(d) (7).  Both the case file and the courtroom proceedings are closed to the general public.  The judge, however, may permit persons with a direct interest in the case to attend the proceedings, and may allow a friend, counselor or supporter of the child to remain in the court while the child testifies.”

CONFIDENTIALITY

CPA cases are made confidential and exempt from disclosure by Idaho court Administrative Rule 32 (d)(7).  Both the case file and the courtroom proceedings are closed to the general public.  The Judge, however, may permit persons with a direct interest in the case to attend the proceedings, and may allow a friend, counselor or supporter of the child to remain in the court while the child testifies. (IC§ 15-1608(b)).
ISTARS provides access to CPA cases only to those users who have access to sealed cases set up in the security table.  The 1st 3 categories below.
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Any user set up with “Inquiry non-sealed cases only” will NOT be allowed to see CPA cases.

(Local system administrators set up the security profiles in ISTARS at the local level.)
~ “AT A GLANCE” TIME GUIDELINES FOR CPA - ESSENTIAL HEARINGS~
Shelter Care Hearing  -- 
within 24 hours of the removal of offender.


OR


Each parent must be given notice of this hearing.
Shelter Care Hearing -- 
within 48 hours of the removal of child.





Each parent must be given notice of this hearing.
Ex Parte order --
This action removes the child from the home and has the same functionality as a Shelter Care hearing. The current system requires us to enter a pseudo-shelter care hearing on the same date as the Ex Parte order was filed in order to satisfy compliance reporting procedure.

Adjudicatory Pretrial Conference --
within 25 days of the petition’s filing.

First Permanency Hearing -- 
within 12 months (365 days) of adjudicatory hearing.

Subsequent Permanency 
Hearing-
all permanency hearings held after the first permanency hearing.  

Within 12months of the first permanency hearing, or any other subsequent 


permanency hearing throughout the life of the case.

Termination of Parental Rights --
 to be held approximately 22 months  after removal of child if the child has been in the custody of health and welfare for 15 of the most recent 22 months. 
~HEARING DEFINITIONS~
Shelter care means placement designated by the Department of Health and Welfare (hereafter referred to as the “department”)  for temporary care of children pending court disposition or placement.

Adjudicatory hearing means a hearing to determine:

a) Whether the child comes under the jurisdiction of the court pursuant to the provisions of this chapter;

b) Whether continuation of the child in the home would be contrary to the child’s welfare and whether the best interest of the child require protective supervision or vesting legal custody of the child in an authorized agency;

c) Whether aggravated circumstances exist

***NEW ACTION ITEM***
CPA Redisposition hearing (sometimes referred to as “Amended Disposition is a hearing which would take place if there 
is a secondary  removal of a child during protective supervision.  Note: the findings are the same as adjudicatory, and the case processing for hearings after this event will be exactly the same as after an adjudicatory.) means a hearing to determine:
a) Whether the child comes under the jurisdiction of the court pursuant to the provisions of this chapter;

b) Whether continuation of the child in the home would be contrary to the child’s welfare and whether the best interest of the child require protective supervision or vesting legal custody of the child in an authorized agency;

c) Whether aggravated circumstances exist

Planning hearing means a hearing to:

a) Review, approve, modify or reject the case plan; and

b) Review reasonable efforts being made to rehabilitate the family and

c) Review reasonable efforts being made to reunify the children with a parent or guardian.

First Permanency hearing means the first hearing to review, approve, reject or modify the permanency plan of the 


department, and review reasonable efforts in accomplishing the permanency plan prior to twelve (12)  
months from the date the child is removed from the home or the date of the court’s order taking jurisdiction, whichever occurs first.

Subsequent Permanency hearing means any permanency hearing held AFTER the First Permanency Hearing to review, 


approve, reject or modify the permanency plan of the  department, and review reasonable efforts in accomplishing 


the permanency plan prior to twelve (12)  months from the first permanency hearing and every twelve (12) 


months thereafter as long as the child is in the custody of the department.
First Review hearing means the first hearing that shall be held no later than six (6) months after entry of the court’s 

order taking jurisdiction, 
Subsequent Review hearing means any review hearing held and every six (6) months after the first review hearing so 
long as the child is in the custody of the 
department.

Ex Parte Order


This action removes the child from the home and has the same functionality as a Shelter Care Hearing.  

TPR hearing means Termination of Parental Rights

~FILING THE CPA CASE~

Typically there are two ways a CPA case may be filed:

1. CPA petition filed- most often filed by the Prosecutor’s office.

2.  Rule 16 Expansion Order- Some juvenile cases are expanded by order of the court into CPA cases.  (For Rule 16 Expansion find out the accepted protocol for your county in procedure of filing the paperwork and creating ISTARS case.  A sample Rule 16 expansion order is included at the bottom of this handout.  If you would like this sent to you electronically so that you can add it to your ISTARS documents, please contact the Supreme Court ISTARS support staff, and we will be happy to forward it on to you.)
To file a new case:

1. Click on Civil filing
2. Use filing code H2-Juvenile & Family Petition Under Child Protective Act and enter children’s names as subjects, Parents as Other Parties.

3. ISTARS will select case type and subtype (CV, Child Protective Act) 

Input date and assign Judge

4. Select yes to automatic ROA (NCCP – New case filed- Child Protective Act)**

5. Enter subjects and other parties, and their attorneys (if known).

Hint- Other Parties for these cases include all parents, the Department of Health and Welfare, Casa (per local practice/order) and Guardians ad Litem (per local practice/order)

6. Complete filing process
7. Click on the compliance tab on the main case window

8. Click new

9. Answer  yes when asked if you want to create a new action

10. Enter the date the petition was filed.  Select the child(ren) that the action applies to.

 

“Click on” or “highlight” the CPA Petition filed line.




The filing of the petition will include “reasons” for filing such as:  




Suspicion of lacking stable home




Suspicion of Neglect (etc)



The clerk will examine the petition and will document the reasons for the petition filing 


By going to the Detail tab, clicking in the “results area” and then clicking new.  To find the selections click on “reasons” as you see below, and the list of reasons will appear.  The clerk will click on the reasons listed on the petition, and then click save to document the reasons each child’s removal.
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If the reasons for multiple children’s removal are all the same the clerk can leave all children selected.  Selected items will always be blue.  To remove a child from the selection process the clerk would click on that child (when blue) and that child’s backgound
11. If there was a removal of offender or child from the home that would be the second action to enter.
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~REASONS FOR PETITION FILED MUST BE ENTERED~
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~WHAT IS ICWA? ~

ICWA stands for “Indian Child Welfare Act”.
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On the party detail you will note that there are some new data fields.  Those data fields are for the child’s “ICWA” status.  If indicated on the petition you will insert the information on the child’s party detail whether they are “Confirmed Indian”, “Non-Indian”, “Not confirmed” (default), and the date confirmed.  Further if known you will insert the tribal name on the line that indicates Tribe.  If this information is not known at the time of filing the  [image: image7.png])] ISTARS for Fifth Judicial District Court - Camas County
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 red flag will continue to display until this is established.  

THIS STATUS MUST BE ESTABLISEHD FOR EVERY CHILD!

Once established, the tribe needs to be added as an “other party.”  Copies of the case file and notices of all future hearings must be sent to that tribe by the court.  (The Department of Health and Welfare or your local prosecutor may be of assistance to you in establishing this information and in getting the tribal address’s for you to send notices if applicable.)
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~Removal~


There are two types of removal which apply to these cases:

1. The offender is removed from the home

a. If the offender is removed, the shelter care hearing must be held within 24 hours of removal. (Excludes holidays and weekends.)

2. The child is removed from the home 

a. If the child is removed, the shelter care hearing must be held within 48 hours  of 

Removal (Including a “subsequent removal after protective supervision).  (Excludes holidays and weekends.)


To indicate removal:  

1. Click on the compliance tab on the main case window

2. Click new

3. Enter the date and time of the removal of the child(ren) and click on or highlight the child(ren) who were removed from the list at the right.

4. Highlight or “click on” removal of child , or Subsequent Removal of child (from protective supervision only)
OR

3. Enter the date and time of removal of the offender 

4. Highlight or “click on” removal of offender, and save.

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~THE HEARING COVER SHEET~
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children o for a selected child
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This cover sheet was designed not only to help the clerk so that he/she can easily input the data from each hearing without having to try to “guess” about the hearing findings…. But it was ALSO designed to make the judge’s job easier.  It will define where they are at on each hearing and what questions need to be asked for the statistical data to be inserted.  
If you have not visited with your judge on the importance of this cover sheet in the past PLEASE do so!  It is key to obtaining the data that needs to be entered in the system.
To produce the cover sheet (ONLY AVAILABLE FOR CPA CASES) a “CPA” hearing needs to be scheduled in ISTARS.  There is a special set of hearings which work for this module and all of them begin with CPA. The following screen shot shows just a few of those.
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After the hearing has been scheduled the clerk then goes to the compliance tab. 
From the summary screen point directly at the hearing that you want a cover sheet for.
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Then click on reports
When the next menu comes up select Child Protection Reports 

You will print the cover sheet for all or a selected child.
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Choose and click print.
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Note:  The specified parent section is meant to indicate biological or adoptive parent for each child and it is essential that the clerk enter the information for 2 parents (if known) for each child.
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~CRITICAL DEADLINES~
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Under the compliance tab in the Child Protection Detail window, there is a tab that indicates the “Critical Deadlines” for a case.  Those are the hearings that must be held in a timely fashion.

As you view that tab (after setting the hearing) you will be able to view if the hearing has been set within the timeline outlined.  If the hearing setting meets the deadline you will see “yes” in the Deadline satisfied column.  If there is no hearing set, or the hearing does not meet the deadline date you will see “no” in the Deadline satisfied column.

The cut-off for discovery, hearings, and motions shall be on or before NeedPrompt Cut off for discovery date EndPrompt.


Parties and counsel shall met for a settlement conference and negotiate in good faith on NeedPrompt Settlement Conference Date EndPrompt at the office of either counsel.


Pursuant to Rule 16(k), I.R.C.P., unless the case is settled within 14 days of the above settlement conference, the parties and counsel shall mediate all issues in good faith before an agreed upon mediator which may include without limitation, Marvin Smith, Robert Crowley or LanceNalder within 15 days of said settlement conference.  Each party shall pay one-half (1/2) of the mediator’s standard fees including each party paying $100 at the first session of mediation.


Counsel  shall appear in the Court’s chambers for Pre-trial conference on NeedPrompt enter pretrial date and time as you wish to see it on the document EndPrompt and file at that time with the Court:  A list of witnesses and exhibits, and a Memorandum of Facts and Law on all issues.


TRIAL SHALL BE HELD ON NeedPrompt enter the date and time of the trial exactly as you wish it to appear on the document EndPrompt.  


Pursuant to Rule 77(b) of I.R.C.P. and Rule 615 of the I.R.E., unless a party files a written objection and request for the hearing within 14 days from the date of service of this order, THE COURT WILL EXCLUDE ALL PERSONS FROM THE COURTROOM DURING THE TRIAL except officers of the court, the parties, counsel and witnesses while actually testifying.

Time Limits





The case Time Limits window displays a checklist of important time frames that require the clerk’s attention.  It is accessible from the main case window and is located above the Change Status tab.

This screen is for informational purposes to assist the clerk in remembering the hearings that need to be scheduled for this case, along with approximate deadline dates.  The correct deadline dates will be displayed on the “Critical Deadline” tab in the compliance section of ISTARS.





The clerk will look at the petition to determine the reasons for the petition being filed and will indicate those reasons








Summary





To access the “Summary” tab click on the compliance tab.





NOTE: To enter a new Action click on “new” at the bottom of the summary window.   Enter the action date, and select the  children to whom the action applies.





Then, from the actions list select the action(s) to be applied by clicking on the item.  They will be shaded when selected.  If the action is also the 1st order sanctioning removal of a child, place a check in the box by either clicking that box, or by hitting the space bar when that item is highlighted. 





Notice that once a selection has been made in the Action Entry Window the selected item is shaded as you see illustrated here.





Schedule hearings for CPA cases much the same as you do for any ISTARS cases, except you use the hearing types that begin CPA.  These hearing types are tied to the actions and results or compliances that will need to be documented.





Once the hearing is scheduled, the action entry box “pops up” and you will enter the hearing as an “Action Entry” the system will pull in the date and time automatically from the hearing as scheduled.  You will select he child(ren) and make sure that the appropriate action item is highlighted for each hearing.  This places this event in the “Actions Summary” for the case.

ALSO: There is a different set of CPA hearing cover sheets available under Documents.  These coversheets were designed under the cooperative direction of several CPA judges.





The clerk would ask the judge which cover sheets he/she prefers and produce those each time for the hearings required.








Just as when scheduling a hearing,


the CP Action Results Entry Window opens after the result of the hearing has been entered. 





This screen allows the Clerk to input the Findings, Other Results, and Reasons for the hearing as indicated by the judge.

The Hearing Attendees may be entered by selecting the parties via the minute entry window or if using the compliance window, must be selected prior to resulting the hearing.  





Click on the tab, then select the parties that were in attendance.  (All subjects, other parties, and attorneys will be listed for selection.)





If want to apply the attendees to only one child, highlight that child, otherwise all attendees will be applied to all children.





It is important to watch the Critical Deadline tab to make  certain that the hearings that you are scheduling are being set on or before the deadline date/time.  These are the events and findings which affect  4E funding for the child.
