1-2-3 re: Juvenile Rule 28 Expungement
1.   A petition to expunge filed pursuant to I.C. § 20-525A shall apply only to actions pursuant to the Juvenile Corrections Act. It shall contain the name of the juvenile seeking expungement, name all agencies and their addresses with records the petitioner seeks to have expunged, and make evident the petitioner is in compliance with the provisions of I.C 20-525A. 

2. The petition shall be filed in the county where a disposition was entered under oath and verified by the petitioner. A separate petition shall be filed in each case in which the petitioner seeks to have records expunged. If the petition is being filed pursuant to I.C. 20-525A(3) and no file exists, a new juvenile proceeding shall be opened upon the filing of the petition to expunge. (b) 

3. Upon the filing of a petition to expunge the clerk shall:  

a) set a hearing date and give notice to the petitioner, the prosecutor, any entity or person as requested by the petitioner, the prosecutor or as directed by the court. The prosecutor shall comply with the provisions of I.C. 19-5306. The hearing shall be set not less than 14 days from the filing of the notice of hearing. Cases involving the same petitioner may be joined for hearing.  At the hearing or pursuant to stipulation the court shall consider any relevant evidence and make findings. Written findings of fact are not necessary. 

b) Upon a determination that the requirements of I.C. 20-525A have been met the court shall enter an order expunging the appropriate records.

 The clerk shall attach to the order a certificate of service to the agencies noted in the petition including the Department of Juvenile Corrections and send the order out accordingly. The case file will then be sealed and filed in a separate and secure expunged record location  and the case entered in the expunged case index.  There shall be no disclosure of any record in an expunged case file except as provided in Idaho Court Administrative Rule 32

5.
The case record will then be expunged in ISTARS.  From the main menu select cases, and then “Expunge Case”.  Select Juvenile, and type in the case number.  A case title will come up.  Verify that this is the case you want to expunge.  Then click “ok”.  If there are actions which need to be done an ISTARS message will come up that tells you what actions are necessary.  You must complete those prior to moving forward with the expungement.   Once those actions have taken place and you again attempt to expunge the following message will pop up:

“Expunging this case, will remove all juveniles and other parties names from the case.  THESE JUVENILES AND OTHER PARTIES CANNOT BE RECOVERED  Are you sure you want to continue?”

If you say yes, another box will pop up which will say “Are you sure you want to expunge this case?”  If you say yes to that the party information is removed from the case, and it no longer will be listed on either the juvenile’s or the other party’s case history listing.

Remember NOT to file the expunged case file back on the shelf.  Seal it and take it to the secure location.
