In the exercise of its inherent power to provide for the orderly disposition of this case, it is, by the Court sua sponte, this ____ day of «MONTH», «YEAR», 

ORDERED, as follows:

1. Only members of the prospective juror panel will be admitted to the spectator section of the courtroom until the Prospective Juror Questionnaires have been completed.

2. During the individual voir dire and the trial a position of the spectator section of the courtroom will be reserved for the press in accordance with a predetermined seating plan.  The public will be admitted to the press portion of the courtroom only if seating remains available after all journalists have been seated.  Journalists may be admitted to the public portion of the courtroom only if searing remains available after all members of the public have been seated.  

3. The press and the public are reminded that any attempt by anyone, without leave of court, to communicate with a member of the jury panel respecting the case until conclusion of the case, may be punished as a criminal contempt of court.
4. No media interviews whatsoever will be permitted in the courtroom or on court premises at any time.
5. No member of the press or public will be admitted within the well of the courtroom at any time.
6. All spectators, whether press or public, must be seated before the court is in session, and must remain in the courtroom (except for emergencies) until the next recess is called.  No spectators will routinely be admitted to or allowed to depart the courtroom while the court is in session.
7. All cell phones and pagers must be turned off at all times.  If a cell phone or pager rings or beeps, it will be confiscated by the marshal and returned when the party leaves the courtroom.  No one may talk on a cell phone in the courtroom.
8. The press and public may not enter the courtroom each morning until 8:45 a.m. and must exit at the end of the court session for that day.  The parties, counsel, and their staffs may be present in the courtroom at any time from 8:15 a.m. until the close of the session. 
9. No one may wear any buttons or any item that displays any message of any kind in the courtroom or in any area frequented by the jury.
10. Any violation of the foregoing, and any conduct the Court finds disruptive of the proceedings, may result in an order for temporary or permanent exclusion of the offender(s) from the trial.
