Evaluator & Evaluation Standards:
The SOMB is recommending a multi-level evaluator level to allow a path for new evaluators to meet the necessary and elevated requirements in an aging and changing workforce.

The evaluation standards will require evaluators to submit an assessment to the Court that focuses on national best practice standards. The proposed evaluation report will include demographic information, risk level, amenability for treatment, list of tests used, mental status examination and psychological symptoms, criminal and social history background (including prior hospitalizations), sexual history behavior, sexual risk assessment results, DSM diagnosis and psychological results, research-supported static, dynamic and protective variables, most likely type of victim and potential harm they could experience based on literature, and resources for community protection.  

Treatment Provider & Treatment Standards:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The SOMB is also recommending a multi-level treatment provider certification for treatment providers.

The SOMB guiding principles for treatment focuses on insuring that offenders in the community receive treatment services consist with nationally recognized best practices that assist offenders with effectively managing thoughts and promote the development of prosocial lifestyles. Additionally, treatment should focus on reducing dynamic risk factors/variables that increase risk to reoffend and on the development of protective factors/variables that decrease risk.
