	If you find from your consideration of all the evidence that each of these propositions has been proved, then your verdict should be for the plaintiff[s].  If you find from your consideration of all the evidence that any of these propositions has not been proved, then your verdict should be for the defendant[s].
Comment:
This instruction is intended in cases where the jury will be given a general verdict form and special interrogatories will not be used.  This instruction is not appropriate for use where affirmative defenses or comparative negligence issues are involved.
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
