INSTRUCTION NO.    

In order for the defendant to be guilty of Desertion of a Child, the state must prove each of the following:


1. On or about [date]


2. in the state of Idaho


3. [name of child] was a child under 18 years of age


4. who was dependent upon the defendant [name] for care, education, or support, and


5. the defendant deserted such child


6. with the intent to abandon the child.


If any of the above has not been proven beyond a reasonable doubt, you must find the defendant not guilty.  If each of the above has been proven beyond a reasonable doubt, then you must find the defendant guilty.
