INSTRUCTION NO. _______


A person who knows a felony was committed, and willfully conceals it from a [peace officer] [judge] [magistrate] [grand jury] [petit jury] [or] [harbors and protects the person charged with or convicted thereof,] is guilty as an accessory.

Comment

I.C. s 18‑205.  Knowledge that another person had been charged with or convicted of a felony is sufficient; actual knowledge that the other person committed a felony is not required. State. v. Teasley, 138 Idaho 113, 58 P. 3d 97 (Ct.  App. 2002).
