Statement of Rights & Explanation of Waivers By Plea of Guilty 
(please initial each response)
1. You have the right to remain silent.  You do not have to say anything about the crime(s) you are accused of committing.  If you elected to have a trial, the state could not call you as a witness or ask you any questions.  However, anything you do say can be used as evidence against you in court.  
I understand that by pleading guilty I am waiving my right to remain silent before and during trial. _________.
2. You have the right to be represented by an attorney.  If you want an attorney and cannot pay for one, you can ask the judge for an attorney who will be paid by the county. 

3. You are presumed to be innocent.  You would be found guilty if: 1) you plead guilty in front of the judge, or 2) you are found guilty at a jury trial.   
I understand that by pleading guilty I am waiving my right to be presumed innocent. _________.
4. You have the right to a speedy and public jury trial.  A jury trial is a court hearing to determine whether you are guilty or not guilty of the charge(s) brought against you.   In a jury trial, you have the right to present evidence in your defense and to testify in your own defense.  The state must convince each and every one of the jurors of your guilt beyond a reasonable doubt. 
I understand that by pleading guilty I am waiving my right to a speedy and public jury trial. _________. 

5. You have the right to confront the witnesses against you.  This occurs during a jury trial where the state must prove its case by calling witnesses to testify under oath in front of you, the jury, and your attorney.  Your attorney could then cross-examine (question) each witness.  You could also call your own witnesses of your choosing to testify concerning your guilt or innocence.  If you do not have the funds to bring those witnesses to court, the state will pay the cost of bringing your witnesses to court.
I understand that by pleading guilty I am waiving my right to confront the witnesses against me, an present witnesses and evidence in my defense. _________.
