Idaho Rules of Family Law Procedure Rule 219. Contact Information.

(a) Family Law Actions. During the pendency of the case, a party who is not represented by an
attorney must keep the court apprised of their current contact information including mailing address,
phone number, and email address (if previously provided). Each attorney and unrepresented party must
notify the court within 14 days of any changes in the attorney’s or party’s mailing address, phone
number, or previously provided email address.

(b) Civil Protection Order Actions. During the pendency of the case and at all times a civil protection
order is in effect, each party must keep the court apprised of his current mailing address, phone
number, and email address (if previously provided) and must notify the court within 14 days of any
changes.
